Has a new ministry — “consecrate Aaron so he may serve
me as priest. Anoint his sons just as you anointed their
father, so they may serve me as priests.” (Ex 40:13-15).
“But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy
nation, a people belonging to God” (1 Peter 2:9)
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Moses finished the work asthe LORD
commanded.

1) God’s Omnipresence #HYERATE

Omnipresence is one of God’s attributes. This is in the
intangible realm. Man is unconscious of His Presence .

God is so great, He is everywhere and fills everything.

He is not limited by space and time. He is not in the
universe, but the universe is in Him. He is not in space or
time, but space and time is in Him. King David said:
“Where can | go from your Spirit? Where can | flee from
your presence? If | go up to the heavens, you are there; if
| make my bed in the depths, you are there. If | go up to
the heavens, you are there; if | make my bed in the
depths, you are there.”

This presence of God can only be realized by those born of

the Spirit (born again) because the Holy Spirit only dwells
in those born of Him.

This presence cannot be felt by our senses but can be
recognized by those who are sensitive to the Spirit.

Paul said: “if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the
dead dwells in you, He who raised Christ from the dead
will also give life to your mortal bodies through His Spirit
who dwells in you.” Romans 8:11

He also said “do you not know that your body is the
temple of the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you have
from God” (1 Corinthians 6:19)

Paul even proclaimed: “l have been crucified with Christ
and | no longer live, but Christ lives in me.” (Galatians 2:20)

3) God’s Manifested Presence #IJ58IR

myself to him.” (John 14: 19-21)

This manifestation can be felt by the our senses.

When the pillar of cloud & fire appeared overhead and
filled the tabernacle, it was God’s manifested presence.

God’s manifestation can be an experience of joy, peace,
empowerment, filled with the Holy Spirit etc. it can be a
miracle or a spiritual revival. It can even be a judgment:
In Acts 5 Ananias & his wife were smite to death by the
Spirit after lying to God about their offering. This too was
a manifestation of God in the church.
